Re-enrollment and new enrollment forms can be picked up from your 4-H leader or the 4-H office and need to be
returned no later than October 28, 2008. Return your forms to your leader or the 4-H office if you are an
independent member. '

Prudential Community Service Award

applying for the Prudential Community Service Award. The award can be applied for by any 5-12 grade 4-H
member and the recognition is extremely beneficial to youth.

Applications must be completed, printed out, signed and submitted to the 4-H office
by October 31, 2008. A county winner will then be selected and submitted to the state level judging. All state
level honorees will receive special recognition and the top high schools and middle level youth in each state
receives silver medallions, $1,000 awards and a fabulous trip to Washington , D.C., for national recognition.
The top 10 national winners will win $5,000 awards, gold medallions, crystal trophies and $5,000 grants from
The Prudential Foundation for charitable non-profit organizations of their choice. Start compiling your
community service hours today and apply for this outstanding award.
